Treasurer's Report - Overview for May 2006 
Below are the financial statements for the club as of the end of May 2006. Due to a large number of registrations 
payments received for the June workshop event, the club had net income of over $1,350 this month leaving 
year-to-date net income of over $1,500. Since all of the expenses for the workshop will be paid in June, most of 
this $1,500 net income is earmarked for workshop expenses and I expect net income will be closer to breaking 
even for the year at the end of June. 

Since the club's total cash has consistently stayed over $10,000 over the last year, the club's board approved 
investing $10,000 in a risk-free, 5-month CD with Bank of America. This CD, which has a an APR of 4.00%, can 
be cashed out at any time without penalty or loss of interest should the club ever have a need for the money. 
Fortunately, given that the club had almost $2,250 in cash at the end of May, such action is not likely to happen 
during the CD's term. - Patrick Luby, Treasurer
